Results of Auction 57 held on 18 April 2009

Over 50 lots sold at £5 or less, so there ought to have been a few bargains. At the top end were royal plates for Edward VIII (£55), Princess Louise Margaret (£32) and George VI (£30), and Gooden’s fine art bookplate for SL Courtauld (£28). From JAC Harrison’s archive, the first 55 lots realised £744 (pre-sale estimate £614), whereas the next 8 lots, of framed examples, fetched only half their estimate. Several bidders were fortunate to acquire duplicates after the sale, but some postal bidders were unsuccessful through pitching their bids too low (ie not allowing for the possibility of there being reserves).
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
