With twenty postal bidders and eleven members in the room, we must assume that the fine bookplates of JAC Harrison and Leo Wyatt, outstanding engravers of armorials and modern calligraphics respectively, are already well represented in our members’ collections, for full advantage was not taken to acquire their work, with many lots unsold and others selling cheaply, albeit that Harrison’s royals continue to command a premium. Eleanor & Fred Reid’s line drawn bookplate by Jack B Yeats sold well at £68, as did Rex Whistler’s ex-libris for Duff Cooper (the small size) at £51 and for Adelaide Livingstone (plus the Book Society’s universal plate) at £55. Irish bookplates were sought after, and 131 crests in eight lots fetched £231. Two original copper plates for modern armorials, dating from some time after 1900, were good value at £22 and £30. The sale total was £2,665.
